VISA APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS 
2009-2010 

Please read carefully. 
All people traveling to Russia must be invited.  The school where we hold the Language Camp issues our 
invitation.  The invitation is sent to the Russian Consulate in San Francisco, CA.  We will send everyoneôs 
completed visa application form and your passport along with money for processing after the invitation is 
received in CA.   
 
Once issued, we will mail all passports and visas back to you. In some cases you will be handed them at the 
airport as you depart. Your passport that will contain your visa is your most important travel document along 
with your airline tickets.  We ask that you make a copy of your passport data pages to send in with your 
application; we will make a copy of the page on which your visa is stamped. We will keep the copies and 
carry them over with us in case your passport is lost or stolen. 
 
It is important that this visa application form is filled out correctly.  We suggest you make a copy and fill it out 
as a sample, then transfer the information to the final form.  We suggest this because we know how easy it is 
to make a mistake. 
 
Closely follow these directions: 
 
Instructions:  See sample 

1. NOTE: YOU MUST PRINT OUT THE BLANK VISA APPLICATION FORM AT THE END OF THIS 
ADDENDUM AND COMPLETE IT BY HAND. 

2. The form must be PRINTED IN CAPITAL LETTERS WITH BLACK INK. 
3. COMPLETE items exactly as written on the example form. This includes items 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12, 

14, 16, 34 & 35. LEAVE THE DATES OF ENTRY AND EXIT AS THEY ARE STATED ON THE 
SAMPLE. These dates correspond with the correct information on the Letters of Invitation. (They are 
not necessarily the dates that you will be arriving and departing). 

4. Leave entry numbers 13 & 36 blank. 
5. Complete the rest of the form with your personal information, answering the questions. For example: 

item 19 - give your spouseôs date of birth even if you are divorced or a widow/er. 
If you are a student give the name of your school and address in the ñPlace of work or study.ò  If you 
are employed, give name and address of your employment.  If you are retired or a fulltime 
homemaker, you can leave that space blank. 

6. You will need to sign and date this application form. 
7. ALL DATES ARE DAY, MONTH then YEAR. PLEASE BE CAREFUL and double check this.
